NORMAN WELLS CLAIMANT CORPORATION (NWCC)

CECILIA TOURANGEAU SCHOLARSHIP POLICY

The Cec Tourangeau Scholarship Fund (Fund) is established to award scholarships to students attending upgrading programs and undertaking post secondary education or training. The Fund shall be administered by the NWCC.

The Fund shall be financed through donations from corporate donors and the funds will be held separate from those used in the NWCC’s operations.

Individual scholarships shall be awarded for a minimum of $500 and to a maximum of $2,000 each. 
The recipients of the scholarships must be members of the Normans Wells Land Corporation. In the case of minors who are not enrolled, the parents or lawful guardians must be members of the Normans Wells Land Corporation.

The number of scholarships will be dependent on the funds available.
Upgrading and Post Secondary Programs
Programs may be undertaken within or outside the Northwest Territories. They may include high school upgrading, vocational training and college or university level programs.

Applicants must provide a written request for the scholarship and their reasons for seeking the scholarship. A letter of acceptance by the education institute is to be provided. 
Successful applicants or their parent or guardian shall sign a waiver allowing NWCC to publicly announce the award of the scholarship.
Approval Process

All applications for scholarships are to be submitted to the Chair, Scholarship Committee. The chair of the committee shall be a member of the board of directors. Applications will be considered by the Committee as received.
The Chair of the Committee will provide the Committee’s recommendations to the Board of Directors for approval at the first board meeting following the month in which the applications are reviewed.

Applicants shall be advised whether or not their requests have been approved by a letter from the board chair within thirty days of being approved.
Payment

The scholarship shall not be paid out until the signed waiver has been received where a public announcement is to be made. The payment may either be in full or several part payments at the discretion of the Committee.
Reporting Requirements
A T4A shall be issued to recipients of scholarships.
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
